Fellow Representative Assembly member Angela Cole is a hero to countless people. Her heroism is
quiet and personal. She is a bridge builder, facilitator, and coordinator in many ways including the
services she offers to the clients through the 501(c)(3) non-profit Affordable Legal Care she founded
in 2018, her child advocacy efforts and the work she has done for the Sanford community since the
dam failures in 2020. More detail of each of these efforts is offered below:

Affordable Legal Care: In Angela’s nearly 20-year legal career, she has worked in the court system,
served in private practice, and as a corporate attorney for a Fortune 500 company. During that time,
she witnessed first—-hand the effects on people and their children who needed, but could not afford
legal assistance. She saw numerous people go unrepresented in the courts because they earned too
much to qualify for legal assistance provided by government programs and too little to afford the full
price of a traditional attorney. Always generous with pro bono services, she searched for a way to
increase her ability to help. After some research to determine the full scope of the need and securing
donor support, she created the non-profit Affordable Legal Care. The organization allows attorneys
to provide services on a sliding scale based on income and family size to individuals, families,
seniors and children who fall between 125-300% of the federal poverty level. Fees are always below
the market rate and set on each client’s ability to pay. These services clearly benefit clients, but also
gives Legal Aid and public defenders a place to send people who earn too much to qualify for their
services, and provides traditional attorneys a place to send people who cannot afford their help. As a
result, the courts have fewer people appear before them who don’t have legal representation.
Affordable Legal Care continues to thrive with strong donor support and an average of 5-10 people
each month have access to legal services that would have otherwise gone without representation.
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Sanford Dam Failure: In 2020, the Village of Sanford and the surrounding area was devastated when
two dams failed in the region. Hundreds of homes and businesses were destroyed and thousands of
people were left homeless. Angela immediately stepped in to assess victim needs and search for
ways to fill them. The COVID-19 pandemic was in full swing at the time and

increased the challenges people were facing during lockdown, social distancing and mask
requirements. Two easy choices would have been to stay home where it was safe, warm and dry or to
abandon caution while providing assistance. The harder choice was to dig in and do what was
needed to help with cleanup and restoration while also following all COVID-19 safety protocols.
Angela made the harder choice and hit the ground running on day one. Her efforts continue today.
She ensures adherence to all safety protocols whether assisting victims with their legal needs,
connecting them to social agencies and businesses who can help, connecting TV broadcasters to
victims as they put together a documentary, or work to provide over 10,000 meals to those who
would struggle to feed themselves. You would be hard-pressed to find anyone in the community who
hasn’t been touched by her efforts. She is often the quiet catalyst that creates possibilities and
solutions. She stands behind or alongside the victims, never at the forefront. One example of her
work done in the background is a recent PBS documentary, "BREACHED! The Tittabawassee River
Disaster" where Angela was heavily involved in connecting victims with the documentary crew. The
victims would not have necessarily trusted the crew, but they did trust Angela. The only place you
see her or her name is in a one-line thank you at the end of the documentary. Her work is about
service - never about accolades.

Child Advocacy: When you ask Angela about her child advocacy involvement, she is quick to tell you
it’s what she lives for. Detail on how she has worked to change legislation in regards to children is
provided below, but it is what she does every day that makes a continual impact. Whether she is
representing a child or their parents, her goal is to make sure the children’s voices get heard, ensure
they get what they need and are safe and warm. She fulfills many roles in regards to children. She
may be working as a special prosecutor in various counties when their prosecutor has a conflict;
serving as a private attorney for Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS); as a court
appointed attorney for parents or the children as the Guardian Ad Litem. No matter the role, her
focus is on the best interests of the child. She says one of the most rewarding things in her life are
the changes she witnesses when working with the children and families.

Angela was one of the forces behind “raise the age” legislation that went into effect October 2021.
The new legislation means that 17-year-olds are no longer automatically treated as adults in the
state’s criminal justice system. Thousands of 17-year-olds now have access to treatment, programs
and services that are age and developmentally appropriate for them. They will no longer be placed in
a system that punishes them and rather now offers them rehabilitation tools and increases their
ability to become successful adults and successful contributors to society.

Angela is known locally and statewide as a voice for the Michigan-School Justice Partnership which
was created to form

partnerships among the court, school administration, law enforcement and the community to keep
kids in school and out of prison. In addition to guiding county teams across the entire state, her own
local county team with more than 20 community leaders, she actively worked with legislators in both
the Senate and House, the Governor’s office, Michigan Department of Health and Human Services,
Michigan Department of Education, Michigan Department of Corrections, Center for Educational and
Performance Information, Prosecutors Association of Michigan, Michigan Supreme Court, numerous
school organizations and many others to change the law so that all children can stay in school and
receive the education they deserve. Angela also worked with Judge Dorene Allen to draft a bill
proposal to reform the Michigan’s Zero Tolerance Law that passed in 2016 and went into effect



August 1, 2017. Under this law, schools must consider a checklist to determine whether a lesser
intervention is available before suspending or expelling kids. The reform eliminated the Michigan’s
overzealous zero tolerance law that had unintended consequences for many children.

Angela also worked with Judge Allen and the Michigan-School Justice Partnership to draft a bill
package related to truancy and chronic absenteeism. The bill did not pass, but its tenets have been
adopted by many school systems across the country. The package defines truancy and provides
graduated interventions for chronically absent juveniles.

Angela also teaches Juvenile Law to Police Cadets as an Adjunct Professor for Delta College.

| would like to nominate Attorney Angela M. Cole for the Unsung Hero Award. Angela is an
unsung hero not because of any single activity, but by the way she lives her life every day. She is
a person that people trust and follow without question because of her work ethic and strong
reputation. She is a person of high integrity and service at the 501(c)(3) non-profit Affordable
Legal Care she founded in 2018, her child advocacy efforts and the work she does for the
Sanford community since the devastating dam failures in 2020. Many people will see a need and
move on. Angela tirelessly and selflessly works to respond to unmet needs repeatedly in a
myriad of ways for individuals, communities, and organizations. She works hard herself and is
often the catalyst in the background who makes connections between those who have needs and
those who can provide for them.

Angela has served in the legal profession for almost 20 years. Her experience spans the court
system, private practice and as a corporate attorney for a Fortune 500 company. She is a strong
advocate for children, the underserved and the legal profession. On more than one occasion,
Angela has stepped in to help people who had a negative experience with another attorney
including an elderly lady referred to her by the Midland County Bar Association whose attorney
stole $100,000 from her. By helping those wronged by her own profession for free, Angela hopes
to correct negative stereotypes toward her profession while, at the same time, providing people
with the level of service they deserve.

She is a person who does all she can to right wrongs and ensure everyone has access to
representation and justice. For example, when she witnessed first-hand the effects on people and
their children who needed, but could not afford, legal assistance, she went to work to find a
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solution. As a result, she founded the 501(c)(3) non-profit Affordable Legal Care in 2018. In the
years since, through her own law firm and through Affordable Legal Care, Angela has dedicated
2,000 low and pro bono hours to 361 clients who would not have had legal services otherwise.
592 hours of that service were provided absolutely free. The State Bar of Michigan estimates 40—
60 percent of those considered to be the middle class have legal needs that go unmet, which
affects the quality of their lives and their children’s lives. Angela, through Affordable Legal
Care, responds to this demographic by providing legal services on a sliding scale based on
income and family size to individuals, families, seniors and children. Fees are always below the
market rate and set on each client’s ability to pay. These services also extend to Legal Aid and
public defenders who now have a place to send people who earn too much to qualify for their
services. Traditional attorneys also have a place to send people who cannot afford their help. The
courts benefit by having fewer people appear before them without representation.

Nowhere is Angela’s effort more evident than in the work she does for children. She not only
notices when changes need to be made, she steps in and does the work. Her efforts, along with
others, have resulted in changed legislation that reformed zero tolerance law in schools, raised
the legal adult age to 18 and provides guidance to schools across the country in regards to
truancy and absenteeism. She is so highly respected and trusted for her integrity that she is called
upon by courts and many agencies to be an advocate for children and their families. It is this
work she holds most dear, but she still finds time for others in need like those in the Sanford
Community.

Since the horrific flooding that destroyed hundreds of homes and businesses and left thousands
homeless in May 2020, Angela has been building bridges in the community. She has provided
numerous hours of free legal services, sorted through mud, muck and debris, painted walls, made
connections between homeowners and service providers, led an effort to provide over 10,000
meals and even assisted a PBS documentary crew in telling the devastation and recovery story.
Her leadership continues to be so instrumental in the community’s recovery that she opened a
second office in the village to make herself more accessible.

Angela Cole has a reputation for being a shining light. Her soft-spoken leadership and diligent
service are an inspiration to all who have the privilege of serving with her. She is truly a quiet
hero who does everything with a kindness and a smile that is palpable and contagious. No one is
more deserving of an Unsung Hero Award than Angela Cole.

Jaylen's case was open for a long time, Attorney Referee Angela Cole said, adding she would never
forget the day his uncle from Ohio came to court with plans to adopt. "It makes my heart very happy to
be here for your adoption today," Cole said.
