Rule 6, Section 6 of the Supreme Court Rules Concerning the State Bar of Michigan provides that any vacancy
in the membership of the Assembly shall be filled by appointment of the Assembly’s membership upon
nomination of the remaining representatives from the judicial circuit or, if there are none, the State Bar
recognized local bar association in the judicial circuit.

16th Judicial Circuit: 1 interim appointment lasting through the September 2018 meeting to a vacancy for
a term that expires at the close of the 2018 Annual Meeting.
